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Model (Remote Control) Boat Regulations

The following model boat regulations have been established for public safety:

1. Only remote control sail and or electric powered boats are permitted. Gas powered boats, “Glow plug”, internal combustion engines, or gasoline engines are PROHIBITED.  

2. No wading or swimming permitted in Tempe Town or Kiwanis Lake in order to retrieve a model boat. A separate safety launch or retrieval craft (i.e. kayak, dingy) permitted by City of Tempe, must be present.  Owner is responsible for retrieval of their remote control boat.
3. A Town Lake boat permit is required for any remote control craft longer than 7 feet or greater. No permit is required for remote control boats up to 7 feet.  


4. Model boat must give right-of-way to all other boats and take care to operate with safety first as the guiding principle. Electric powered boats, sailboats, canoes, paddle, kayaks, and rowing shells on the lake have the right of way over model boats.


5. Model boats may not be operated after dark.


6. The City of Tempe has the right to restrict or suspend model boat activities. 


7. Model (remote control) boat owners are responsible for their personal safety, damages to their boat and damages done to other boats, people or property.


8. City of Tempe noise ordinances apply.
